Route 66, MO

Our first stop the next morning was at Gary's 
restored gas station, and that's when we 
found out about the Route 66 celebration 
because just as we arrived, a handful of 
classic cars arrived from the other direction.  
He must have liked my car because he told me 
to park it in front of the station to take some 
pictures.  Then he pointed out the doughnuts 
and "sody".  This guy talks more than Jay!  He 
told us about several places to stop, and his 
one comment was that the proprietors would 
be more happy to see us than the other way 
around.  As we have continued along Route 
66, we have found this to be true.  We made 
several stops and found other cars there too, 
but of course the two   
Corvettes with CA plates really stood out.  
As usual, we made several stops for pictures. 
 
One stop was at Country Classic Cars.  This 
guy has 200-300 cars.  Everything from a 
Model A to an '87 Corvette, and 
EVERYTHING in between.  Most of them 
"Run Good" and many had "new paint".  I 
can't verify the running, but the new paint 
should have been left off.  His   
prices would make you think he had a 
$5000+ paint job, when in fact he might 
have spent $200.  We decided that if we cut 
his prices in half, we would have a reasonable 
starting place. 
 
One thing that we have tried to do is not eat 
at any chain restaurants, and because we 
usually had large breakfasts, we often kept 
our lunches pretty light.  
 
 
 



 
 
 

 
 
When we found homemade pies, that pretty 
well determined our lunch.  Rhubarb or peach 
pie with ice cream make a great lunch!  This 
is when it is fun to be with Jay.  With his 
gift of gab and outgoing personality, he 
strikes up conversation with anyone and we 
really get a chance to meet the local down 
home Americans, which is mostly what this 
trip is about. 
 
As we headed west, the corn and bean crops 
slowly gave way to cattle, and flatter, more 
open fields.  Route 66 is only 13 miles long in 
Kansas, and then into Oklahoma and more 
cattle.  Just south of the small town of 
Miami, the original Route 66 is only 9' wide, 
and it has  been preserved that way.  
 

  
 
 
 

 
 
 
We took about 3 mile stretch of this very 
rough roadway and decided we really didn't 
need to sample any more examples of this!  
Route 66 has been realigned a couple of times 
and the guide book gives directions for them.  
We have tried to stay on the original pre 
1937 alignment whenever possible, but in 
this case, 3 miles of originality was enough. 
 
Also, as we entered KS and OK, the lovely 
homes with the green well kept lawns started 
to disappear and in their place became a lot 
of mobile homes and every car they ever 
owned parked around the property. The small 
towns have not faired any better.  Whereas 
the towns in IL   
and MO still seem to be alive, many of the 
ones in KS and OK are  nearly ghost towns.  
Whole blocks of old brick buildings are 
boarded up.  This area is definitely very 
depressed. 
For our first night in OK, we spent the night 
at the Route 66 Motel where all the rooms 
were decorated differently.
